· 64 teams of students from 50 schools participated in the 11th HK Chemistry Olympiad for Secondary Schools. 12 best teams were selected in the first round. 6 finalist teams will be selected in the poster presentation session.

· Each team should prepare a poster of about A1 size (59.4 x 84.1 cm) and an abstract (not more than 200 words in either Chinese or English) to present the findings of their projects.
· Each team is expected to use the language used in writing up their reports during the briefing and judging sessions. 

· For safety reasons, demonstrations or experiments should not be conducted at the venue. However, Powerpoints, models and samples can be used for illustrations. 
· Judging criteria for the poster presentation: (a) chemical principles & methods, (b) novelty & application; (c) presentation (poster and explanation) (d) other criteria as deemed appropriate by judges.

· The results will be posted on http://resources.emb.gov.hk/~science/hkcho.htm in the evening of 25/3/06. HKASME will inform each team about their results by phone on 28/3/06 (Tue) (enquiry: 2333 0096).

· In the event of public announcement that all schools are to be closed as a result of adverse weather conditions (e.g. tropical cyclone or rainstorm), the poster presentation will be postponed until further notice.
